MITOSIS ACTIVITY
Purpose: To review the stages of mitosis.

Procedure:

1. Open your notebook to the next available blank page. 
2. Title your paper ‘Mitosis Activity’.
3. Cut out each of the pictures below. They show the various phases of mitosis in onion root cells. Magnification is approximately X600.

4. Glue them IN THE CORRECT ORDER (start with interphase) down the left side of two pages of paper. On the right of each picture write the name of the phase and a description of that phase.

5. The phases in the photos are (in no particular order): metaphase, prophase, telophase, daughter cells (interphase again), anaphase, cytokinesis, interphase
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
