Problem of the Day
The purpose of the problem of the day is to focus you mind on biology, review information that you should already know, prepare you for tests or quizzes, or “front load” an idea that we are going to cover. You should know the material if it was covered in class or at home. You are expected to attempt to answer the questions. You are not being graded on being right, just trying. These are tools to help you be successful in class.

· Problem of the Day (POD) assignments are an all or none grade. You get 5 or you get 0.
· PODs are due on Friday after we review them.

· You must have all days to get credit.

· If you miss a day, M-Th, copy the day missed from a classmate.

· If you miss Friday, bring me the paper at the beginning of the period on Monday. You will still receive credit if your absence is excused.

· Put a line after each day to separate them.

· Write out the complete question and write out your complete answer. Failure to do so will result in a zero score.

· If the teacher notices that students are not attempting to answer the questions, the PODs may be picked up as five point quizzes.

· If I cannot read your name, you will not get credit.
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
